Once we begin to understand social messages around masculinity and the way this affects our views of and relationships with others, we can begin to understand our power as it relates to interpersonal violence against others.

The goals of the Men Allied Against Violence program are:

1. Men who participate in Men Allied Against Violence will enhance their awareness of self related to:

a. Masculinities;

b. Gender role issues/stress;

c. Men’s violence and the emotions related to it;

d. Sexual relationships, sexuality, and healthy relationships.

2. Men who participate in Men Allied Against Violence will have an increased level of emotional awareness for self and others;

3. Men who participate in Men Allied Against Violence will learn tools for personal responsibility and bystander intervention related to men’s violence against women;

4. Men who participate in Men Allied Against Violence will have an increased awareness of interpersonal violence and a decreased likelihood of engaging in violence towards others and self.
